One year later 
a small shop was opened alongside the workshop 
to sell their beautiful handicrafts, thus enabling 
these young people to earn a living wage and 
become self-reliant.  Today we offer a fine 
collection of handmade crafts made both in our 
workshop and by talented disabled artisans from 
all over Vietnam through direct sale to foreign 
tourists in Hoi An and sale through our online 
store. We operate as a social business, using the 
principles of Fair Trade. The producers and we 
develop and continue direct, long-term fair 
trading relationships. This allows artisans to spend 
more time on what they do best - developing and 
manufacturing their outstanding products - and 
you - the buyer  will be not only able to purchase 
more unique Vietnamese creations but also 
benefit from the low operational and marketing 
costs which keep prices competitive.
